Adoption of the WFCA Doctrine Statement
WHEREAS, 
the Western Fire Chiefs Association (WFCA) represents the interests of the fire service of the ten Western states that comprise the Western Division of the International Association of Fire Chiefs (IAFC); and

WHEREAS, 
the IAFC’s Executive Director issued a challenge to all IAFC Divisions and Sections to establish doctrine statements; and
WHEREAS, 
the WFCA Board of Directors has developed a doctrine statement (the WFCA Doctrine) outlining the principles by which the association is distinguished and for which it stands; and
WHEREAS, 
said doctrine is intended to serve as guidance for actions of the WFCA members, board of directors, staff, and appointed representatives in the form of concepts and value statements rather than in the form of specific procedures for conduct or prescribed techniques;   

THEREFORE,  BE IT RESOLVED, the WFCA Board of Directors adopts the WFCA Doctrine and directs that it be revisited, revised, and refined on a regular basis to reflect changes in priorities and principles as may be dictated by the evolving interests of the membership and its leaders. The WFCA Board of Directors further resolves that, from this point forward, all key organizational documents be developed in a manner consistent with the tenants outlined with the WFCA Doctrine, including (but not limited to) the strategic plan, bylaws, policies, resolutions, direction for appointees and representatives, model best practices, and white/position papers.
